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Introduction

Output power is a very important issue for LCR TDD repeater, since there is no TDD repeater standard in 3GPP, so we can take TS 25.142 as a reference.
Proposal

It is proposed that the output power of LCR TDD repeater should specified as defined in TS 25.142:

For output power equal or greater than 31dBm, in normal conditions, the repeater maximum output power shall remain within +2 dB and -2 dB of the manufacturer's rated output power. In extreme conditions, the repeater maximum output power shall remain within +2,5 dB and -2,5 dB of the manufacturer's rated output power.
For output power lower than 31dBm, in normal conditions, the repeater maximum output power shall remain within +3 dB and -3 dB of the manufacturer's rated output power. In extreme conditions, the repeater maximum output power shall remain within +4 dB and -4 dB of the manufacturer's rated output power.
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
