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Introduction

Frequency error is the measure of the difference between the frequency of the received signal and the frequency of the re-transmitted signal. The requirement of LCR TDD repeater should be stricter than Base Station. Since there is no difference between UTRA repeater and LCR TDD repeater as for frequency error, we can take TS 25.143 as reference.
Proposal

It is proposed that the frequency error of LCR TDD repeater should specified as defined in TS 25.143:

In normal conditions, the frequency error shall be within ± 0,01 ppm.
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
