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1. Introduction
In the LTE-Advanced workshop in Shenzhen, it was agreed to create a new TR for LTE-Advanced requirements [1], and it was announced by the rapporteur that a skeleton TR will be provided to the WG meetings in Kansas City. After the workshop, TR number 36.913, was allocated to the TR for LTE-Advanced requirements.
The attached document is the draft skeleton of TR 36.913 and is contributed to the RAN1, RAN2, RAN3 and RAN4 meetings to start the work to develop the TR.

This document is revision of R1-081946 to add a section for VoIP capacity(see section 8.1.4).
2. Configurations of the draft skeleton TR
The attached draft skeleton TR has a similar structure to that of TR25.913, “Requirements for E-UTRA and E-UTRAN” considering LTE-Advanced concepts, which were identified in the LTE-Advanced workshop in Shenzhen [1]:
· LTE Advanced shall be an evolution of LTE;
· All requirements/targets in TR25.913 apply to LTE-Advanced.
Changes from the structure of the TR 25.913 are:

· Chapter 6 on the general requirements is introduced. This chapter should clarify, e.g., “LTE-Advanced shall be an evolution of LTE.”
· A chapter “user throughput” was removed and three sub-chapters were newly included under the chapter on “Spectrum efficiency.” These sub-chapters should indicate the Peak, average and cell edge spectrum efficiency to align with [1].

Summary of the Workshop [1] is captured in each section of the draft TR as Editor’s note for information.

3. Conclusion
RAN WGs are asked to review the attached draft skeleton of TR 36.913 “Requirements for LTE-Advanced” during the meetings in Kansas City. The rapporteur will update the draft skeleton TR according to the comments received from RAN WGs. The final agreement on the skeleton TR shall take place on the LTE-Advanced reflector, taking into account all the comments received from the RAN WGs.
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
