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Introduction

In the previous RAN4 meeting in Jeju some strange behavior was noticed in the simulation results for PUCCH format 2 simulations. In this contribution we present updated simulation results.
Results
The results obtained when running longer simulations with more data the following points for requirements were obtained:

A quick look at the results reval the same trend that can be seen in the results from other companies [1]. The trend is a jump in requirement level for the 3 MHz case. Here the requirement is lower than for both 1.4 and 5 MHz channel bandwidth. Since the available diversity increases as the channel bandwidth increases one would expect a declining trend. However that seems not to be the case. 
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
