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1. Introduction
During RAN4#49, some companies have expressed a strong desire for RAN4 to develop additional fading test cases. At the same time, other companies have expressed the view that AWGN testing is also important since it allows a smaller power difference between cells to be used, and also provides valuable test coverage in verifying core requirements in demanding circumstances. The purpose of this document is to propose a way forward.

2. Proposal

It is proposed that in phase 2 of the RRM test cases, cell search tests for UTRA are developed in fading conditions. This approach would be consistent with the work done in phase 1, where intra-LTE cell search test cases were developed for fading. 

For other fading RRM tests, it is proposed that companies analyse the approach for additional fading RRM tests, and that work in this area is performed in parallel with the work on the phase 2 test cases. This would help to ensure that phase 2 test cases are completed according to the planned timescale, whilst still allowing RAN4 to work on additional fading RRM tests. Regarding these additional fading tests, an interest has been expressed in tests for connected state to avoid excessive measurement event reporting and ping pong, and also fading tests covering idle reselection. Interested companies are invited to analyse possible approaches to testing in these areas.
