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1. Introduction

An Ordinance Regulating Radio Equipment in Japan [1] is going to be amended partially to introduce 3.9G mobile communications systems into Japanese market. Since the amendment will incorporate new requirements for maximum rated output power for LTE TDD base station equipment operated in band 34, as a new article of 49.6.4, regional requirements to ensure the consistency between the ordinance and 3GPP specifications are needed.

2. Maximum output power for Band 34

Table 1 represents the requirements of maximum output power for LTE TDD BS operated in Band 34 [2]. The requirements should be captured in the LTE BS specifications [3]
