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1. Overall Description:

While working with the test conditions on the application of MPR, TSG WG RAN5 discussed different Uplink-Downlink configurations and their effect on transmitter tests’ performance. Currently, the TS 36.521-1 follows Uplink-Downlink configuration 1 (Table 1) where the number of downlink and uplink subframes is the same. Uplink-downlink configuration 0 has the most subframes for uplink. 

If the number of uplink subframes will impact on the transmitter tests’ performance and more number of uplink subframes has stricter requirement of the power, we don’t know whether the Uplink-Downlink configuration 0 is more appropriate for TDD Transmitter testing.
