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1. Overall Description:

The CTIA ERP Group would like to kindly inform 3GPP TSG RAN WG4 concerning our efforts towards the development of test methodologies for radiated performance evaluation of devices with MIMO and/or multiple receive antennas.
In November 2008, the CTIA ERP Workgroup provided an LS to RAN WG4 in R4-083120. In this LS, the CTIA ERP Workgroup provided information concerning our research and develop efforts for radiated performance evaluation of devices with MIMO and/or multiple receive antennas utilizing reverberation chambers as a means of assessing wireless device radiated performance. Also at this time, the CTIA ERP Workgroup indicated that we were considering development of anechoic chamber methods to assess radiated performance of multiple-branch receive diversity and MIMO but had not yet determined if the group had the capacity to address the anechoic chamber methods in a timely manner. The CTIA ERP Workgroup indicated that they would update RAN WG4 regarding any future plans for the development of anechoic chamber methods.
The CTIA ERP Workgroup is pleased to announce that a new subgroup has been formed to research and develop standards for the use of anechoic chambers as a means of assessing wireless device radiated performance for MIMO and multi-branch receive diversity. This new subgroup was approved at the main CTIA ERP Workgroup meeting on 02 April 2009 in Las Vegas, NV. The chair and vice-chair elections for the new subgroup were held. The chair of the CTIA MIMO/Rx Diversity Anechoic Chamber Test Methods Sub-Working Group will be Ron Borsato from Spirent Communications. The vice-chair will be Dr. Michael Foegelle from ETS-Lindgren.
2. Actions: 

The newly formed CTIA MIMO/Rx Diversity Anechoic Chamber Test Methods Sub-Working Group looks forward to working with those in 3GPP TSG RAN WG4 who are interested in contributing to our anechoic chamber research and development efforts. The sub-working group participants and the schedule of meetings are being determined. There will be an initial sub-working group conference call per the meeting schedule below. The majority of the meetings will be held by teleconference. However, it is likely that there will also be a couple of face-to-face meetings scheduled for the remainder of 2009. Meeting delegates need not be members of CTIA in order to participate in the sub-working group meetings as guests.
