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1. Overall Description:

RAN WG4 would like to thank RAN5 for their LS in R4-091870 (R5-092729).
Actually RAN4 has agreed for a long time that there will be no performance requirements for PUSCH frequency hopping in Rel-8, so RAN4 would like to provide below answers to the questions from RAN5:
Question:

Does RAN4 intend to specify PUSCH FH performance requirements in the scope of LTE Rel-8?

If Yes, will these requirements cover the whole feature functionality or only parts of it? If only parts are to be covered, which parts would be covered?

If RAN4 intends to specify PUSCH FH performance requirements in the scope of LTE Rel-8 what are the target completion dates for it?

Answer:

In the view of the market pressure for LTE deployment and the limited amount of time for specifying LTE performance requirements RAN4 does not intend to specify performance requirements for LTE PUSCH frequency hopping in Rel-8.

Furthermore, RAN4 would like to inform RAN5 that RAN4 has specified the Band 13 A-MPR requirements when there is intra-subframe frequency hopping between two regions among the band, but the requirements are not requirements on the FH, and, are optional and depend on implementation.
