1. Overall Description
In response to LS [1], RAN WG4 would like to respectfully inform RAN WG5 that RAN WG4 discussed proposals to have valid configurations for FRC H-Set 8 and decided to modify the configuration of H-Set 8 as following:
· If “Total number of soft channel bits” as per HS-DSCH categories is equal to 259200, set “Number of SML’s per HARQ Proc.” as 43200 using an implicit UE IR Buffer Size Allocation.

· If “Total number of soft channel bits” as per HS-DSCH categories is larger than or equal to 264000, set “Number of SML’s per HARQ Proc.” as 44000 using an explicit UE IR Buffer Size Allocation.
As a result, the FRC H-Set 8 shall have two different configurations with respect to the UE HS-DSCH categories. Considering a small change in “Number of SML’s per HARQ Proc.” from 43200 to 44000 for the second case, RAN WG4 has concluded that the existing minimum performance requirements using the H-Set 8 can be kept same with the modified H-Set 8.
2. Actions to TSG RAN WG5

RAN WG4 kindly asks RAN WG5 to note that the FRC H-Set 8 is modified to have a valid configuration as attached CRs. RAN WG4 kindly requests RAN WG5 to proceed with their work using the modified H-Set 8 definition.
