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Introduction

For MSR there are currently no performance requirements specified. Since the radio interface is specific for each standard and the performance requirements are tightly liked to the specific standard it is very difficult to create generic requirements that span multiple standards. Thus we propose that the performance requirements are reused from the respective standard.

Proposal

It is proposed that the attached TP is incorporated into the current version of TR 37.900.

Performance requirements
Performance requirements specify the ability of the BS to correctly demodulate signals in various conditions and configurations. For UTRA and E-UTRA the requirements specify a minimum throughput, BLER or BER that should be be achieved at a specific SNR. For GSM the requirement is expressed as reference sensitivity, i.e. a specific throughput/BLER should be achieved at a signal input level that has an upper limit.
For E-UTRA carriers the minimum requirement is defined in TS 36.104 [4], section 8.
For UTRA FDD carriers the minimum requirement is defined in TS 25.104 [2], section 8.
For UTRA TDD carriers the minimum requirement is defined in TS 25.105 [3], section 8.
[For GSM carriers the minimum requirement is defined in TS 45.005 [5], section 6].
In the WI objective in subclause 4.1 it is clearly stated that performance requirements should not be a part of the MSR specifications. Thus these requirements apply together with the RF requirements in the MSR specification, but should not be a part of the specifications.
