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Background

For the MSR Work Item, the ACLR requirement is agreed in RAN4 and covered in the latest version of the MSR Work Item TR 37.900 [1]. This text proposal introduces ACLR also in the MSR specification TS 37.104.

Proposal

It is proposed that the attached text proposal is approved for TS 37.104.
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TEXT PROPOSAL:

6.6.4
Adjacent Channel Leakage power Ratio (ACLR)
Adjacent Channel Leakage power Ratio (ACLR) is the ratio of the filtered mean power centred on the assigned channel frequency to the filtered mean power centred on an adjacent channel frequency. The requirement applies to frequency ranges outside the Base Station RF bandwidth. 
6.6.4.1
E-UTRA minimum requirement

For E-UTRA, the minimum requirement for ACLR is specified in TS 36.104 [4], subclause 6.6.2. The requirements for Base Station ACLR in paired spectrum with 3.84 Mcps UTRA as adjacent channel carriers are applicable.

6.6.4.2
UTRA FDD minimum requirement

For UTRA FDD, the minimum requirement for ACLR is specified in TS 25.104 [2], subclause 6.6.2.2.
