Time alignment error in Tx Diversity, MIMO transmission and DC-HSDPA
In Tx Diversity and MIMO transmission, signals are transmitted from two antennas. These signals shall be aligned. The time alignment error in Tx Diversity and MIMO transmission is specified as the delay between the signals from the two diversity antennas at the antenna ports. 

For DC-HSDPA, the time alignment error is defined as the delay between the signals from the two cells at the antenna ports.
For DC-HSDPA-MIMO, the time alignment error is defined as the maximum delay between any of the signals from the two cells at the two antenna ports.

Minimum Requirement

The time alignment error in Tx Diversity, MIMO transmission or DC-HSDPA-MIMO shall not exceed ¼ Tc.
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
