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System characteristics to be taken into account in developing BEM for 2 GHz band
Dear Mr Nakamura, 

At its 22nd meeting, 6-8 October 2009, ECC SE PT 42 commenced its work on the European Commission Mandate on the 2 GHz bands. The objective of this work is to develop common and minimal (least restrictive) technical conditions for the 2 GHz bands which are sufficient to avoid harmful interference, while taking due account of existing technologies and band plans. 

The meeting discussed which system characteristics of current and possible future technologies need to be taken into account in this activity. From the 3GPP perspective UMTS/HSPA and LTE were identified as the most likely candidates to be used in the band for the foreseeable future. SE42 would appreciate guidance from 3GPP as to whether it is sufficient to consider the characteristics of UMTS/HSPA and LTE in its work, or if there are other aspects that need to be considered as well. 
The next SE42 meeting will take place in Copenhagen on 25-27 November 2009, with the following meeting taking place in London in January 2010.
