Reference sensitivity

For 20 MHz channel BW the A-MPR/NSxx solution proposed by Nokia will be used.

A-MPR is only used to meet reference sensitivity.

Maximum UL allocation of 25 RB assumed for 20 MHz channel BW.
Whether MSD assumes signaling of NSxx or not is FFS.

For 15 MHz the reference sensitivity is [-89 dBm] assuming a max allocation of 25 RB. No A-MPR shall be applied. This number may be updated pending decisions “on one or two receiver” architecture.
Protection of DTT
Requirements are to be put in the European harmonized standards since this is a local European requirement. Creation of the requirements will be done through company contributions to TFES.
Way forward

Interested companies to work out a revision of R4-100433 ”Band 20 UE RF requirements” (from Nokia) capturing the agreements
Other business

Brackets to be removed in Table 6.6.2-1, i.e. keep “delta Tc” for band 20.

Since the A-MPR solution was used for maintaining reference sensitivity the RRM requirements can be based on the same sensitivity level for all channel bandwidths.
Band 20 to be added as release independent band for Rel-8.
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
