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1. Overall Description
During RAN4 #54, configurable transmission mode for Category 1 was discussed [1-3], and it was concluded that it should support all modes (TM). Furthermore, it was also agreed in RAN4 that it should be verified that Category 1 should always send RI = 1 in the transmission mode 3/4, because the maximum number of supported layers for spatial multiplexing in DL is 1. RAN4 felt that a SIG test case in TS 36.523-1 would be more suitable than a test case in TS 36.101, because it is a function test rather than a performance requirement.
Therefore, RAN4 kindly asks RAN5 to specify a test case which verify that Category 1 always send RI = 1 in the transmission mode 3/4.
2. Actions

RAN4 kindly requests RAN5 to specify a SIG test case which verify that Category 1 always send RI = 1 in the transmission mode 3/4.
