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1. Overall Description
This LS provides a further response to [1], in addition to the information which was provided in [2]. RAN4 has discussed the issue further and confirms the initial information in [2] that RAN4 requirements and test cases can be applied in an inter-band configuration. At the same time, a desire has been expressed to limit the amount of inter band testing which is performed, especially since it is anticipated that most E-UTRA UE will be multiband, and performance requirements can be verified on different bands in cases.
RAN4 has not defined a specific list of test cases which should be executed in inter-band configuration, but to assist RAN5 in their further discussions RAN4 has identified that all testcases in 36.133 section A.9 (Measurement Performance Requirements) have a band dependency. Core requirements relating to cell identification (covered by testcases in section A.8 (UE Measurements Procedures) are also band dependent, but as the test cases are performed well above the UE receive sensitivity level, the band dependency is not reflected in test case parameters. 
2. Actions
To RAN5
RAN4 kindly requests RAN5 to note the additional information and to consider the usage of limited inter-band testing for cases where 2 or 3 carriers cannot be configured on the same band.
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
