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1. Introduction
According to the agreed time plan for the CA WI [1] the BS RF aspects should proceed as follows:
· RAN4 #55 (May, 2010): 
· TPs for the key RF requirements
· Proposals for remaining RF requirements
Furthermore, RAN4#54 agreed that the findings related to BS RF will be captured within a new TR to be created for the CA WI. The skeleton of this TR has been agreed in [2].
This document presents a text proposal for the CA BS TR regarding Clause 6.7 (Transmitter intermodulation).
2. Conclusion

We propose to take the below TP as a baseline for updating TS 36.104 due to CA WI. It is further proposed to capture this TP within the BS TR of the CA WI.
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Text proposal for CA BS TR

6.7
Transmitter intermodulation
The transmit intermodulation requirement is a measure of the capability of the transmitter to inhibit the generation of signals in its non linear elements caused by presence of the own transmit signal and an interfering signal reaching the transmitter via the antenna. Source of interfering signals can be either co-located base stations or other transmitter of the own base station with separated antenna connector.

For E-UTRA Rel-8/9 the wanted signal channel bandwidth BWChannel was elected to be the maximum bandwidth supported by the base station and certain interfering signal centre frequency offsets are defined relative to the wanted signal carrier centre frequency. This signal condition is deemed as sufficient to cover transmit intermodulation for both single and multicarrier operation of the BS. 
As CA is a specific multi-carrier operation which is covered already by the existing requirement, no additional changes due to CA are expected for this clause.
