	Reason for change:

	Clause 7.2.2 specifies UE RRC timer accuracy requirement is applicable to section 7.3 of TS 36.331 i.e. T3xx as follows:
For UE timers specified in section 7.3 in [2], UE shall comply with the timer accuracies according to Table 7.2.2-1.
However, it is not clear if this requirement is applicable for other RRC tiemrs e.g. periodical reporting timer, time to trigger.

alt1) the requirement in 7.2.2 is applicable only to T3xx, hence there is no UE requirement for other RRC timers e.g. periodical reporting timer, time to trigger.

alt2) it is general understanding that the requirement in 7.2.2 is applicable to any RRC timers.
It is proposed to confirm either of alternatives. If alt2) is understanding in RAN4, we slightly prefer to clarify as attached in this CR. Implementation of this CR by a Release 8 UE will not cause any compatibility issues.
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	Isolated impact analysis:

Since this is a clarification CR, there is no isolated impact on the requirement in 7.2.2.

UE timer accuracy

7.2.1
Introduction

UE timers are used in different protocol entities to control the UE behaviour.

7.2.2
Requirements

For UE timers specified in [2], UE shall comply with the timer accuracies according to Table 7.2.2-1.

The requirements are only related to the actual timing measurements internally in the UE. They do not include the following:

-
Inaccuracy in the start and stop conditions of a timer (e.g. UE reaction time to detect that start and stop conditions of a timer is fulfilled), or 

-
Inaccuracies due to restrictions in observability of start and stop conditions of a UE timer (e.g. TTI alignment when UE sends messages at timer expiry).
