Text proposal for CA BS TR

6.6.1
Occupied bandwidth
In some regions the concept of “Occupied bandwidth” is used in regulation to define the value of “Necessary bandwidth” (N.B.) for the BS. N.B. may be used in radio regulation as a parameter to separate the spurious domain from the out-of-band domain. 

Presently TS36.104 defines Occupied bandwidth (OBW) for transmission of a single carrier only. Whether there is a need to extend this requirement also for transmission of multiple CCs including carrier aggregation is FFS and further inputs are required. 

For the case that “Occupied bandwidth” does need to be defined in TS36.104 for contiguous CA it could be derived from the Base Station Aggregated Channel Bandwidth defined in section 5.3 of TR36.808 with the carrier spacing between component carriers in accordance with the configuration defined in section 5.4 in TR36.808.
