In RAN WG4 AH-10-04, an update to the reference sensitivity requirement for the 1.4 MHz bandwidth of Band 23 was submitted and agreed [1].   This contribution proposes to remove the brackets from this value.  As background explanation we should note that the contribution which was made in Xi’an [1] revisited the 1.4 MHz bandwidth reference sensitivity value based on a contribution from Ericsson [2].
