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Introduction
In this contribution we present a skeleton for the Relay technical specification. There are some points worth noting:

· A relay will be a “Relay” in the RAN4 specifications, without any abbreviation. It could be possible to call it a “Relay Station (RS)”, but the abbreviation may easily be confused with a Reference symbol. Also a “Relay Equipment (RE)” may be confused with a resource element. A “relay (RL)” is confused with radio link. It is also possible to use the term used in RAN1 and RAN2: “Relay Node (RN)”. However in other RAN4 specifications a distinction between the logical element and the physical box is made. For example the logical element eNodeB is implemented in the base station physical box. Since an abbreviation is not easy to find we simply avoid it.
· The transmitter (and receiver) characteristics for the access and backhaul are put in the same clause. The intention is that requirements that are different for the access and backhaul are separated inside each subclause. The exact level at which to split the requirement may vary and needs to be decided on a case by case basis.
· The intention is to use references from clause 5 (Operating bands and channel arrangement) to the relevant specifications. That way duplication and maintenance work can be limited.

· Performance requirements for access and backhaul are separated into separate clauses. It is not expected that there will be any commonalities between these requirements.

Proposal
It is proposed that the attached skeleton is approved to be used as a basis for further developing the relay specification.
