Introduction
In RAN4 Ad-hoc meeting #2010-04, UL MIMO RF requirements were discussed [1]. This contribution proposes MPR requirements for UL MIMO.

Discussion
It has already been agreed that the maximum output power and the unwanted emission requirements, such as SEM/ ACLR/ Spurious emissions, should be defined per UE [1]. Therefore, it would be sensible to define MPR requirements per UE. 
Proposal 1) MPR requirements for UL MIMO should be defined by per UE

In UL MIMO, TX power per antenna port would be reduced by 3 dB, and as a result unwanted emissions per antenna port would be reduced by 3 dB as well. That is, the ratio of the unwanted emissions to the TX power would be the same as Release 8/ 9. Therefore, it would be sensible that the same MPR requirements as Release 8/ 9 should apply to UL MIMO. 

Proposal 2) The same MPR requirements as Release 8/ 9 should apply to UL MIMO.
