Introduction

In RAN WG4 #56 the BS RF requirements for Band 23 [1] were approved and subsequently the TR [2] was updated in RAN #49.  During this meeting, #57, there was an Adhoc session dedicated for a way forward to define the BS requirements for Band 23.  This document is presenting the framework for the BS requirements while some of these numbers are being studied.

During the Adhoc meeting it was agreed to add the following note to protect the legacy and earlier release BS from this requirement:

During the Adhoc, DBSD presented a proposal on a way forward at the end of the meeting.  [3]  In this proposal there are exceptions given to both Band 2 and Band 25 BS spurious emission limits, while both values are bracketed.  This is meant to give the companies involved a chance to validate the number and also come up with any exceptions which properly capture the concerns noted in this meeting.
