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1. Introduction

In RAN #48, an updated WID for the WI “Adding L-Band LTE for ATC of MSS in North America” was approved [1]. At RAN4 #57, the Technical Report 36.813 v1.1.0 for the WID “Adding L-Band in LTE for ATC of MSS in North America” was approved [2].

Considering that most of the RAN-4 work for the L-band work item has been completed, we propose the following way forward to close the remaining issues.
2. Proposed Way Forward
a. LightSquared will add an example of a practical BS OOBE mask to the L-Band TR (36.813).  

b. A study will be initiated on the blocking vulnerability of legacy mobile GPS receivers, wherein LightSquared will provide RAN-4 with measurement data and conclusions from a test campaign it is currently undertaking.  This is expected to take 2 – 3 months.  Support may be required from device-supplier members to supply devices and device data.  

c. The L-Band WI TR 36.813 will be kept open to enable the study to be completed.  All the current CRs should be technically endorsed.
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
