The spurious emissions power is the power of emissions generated or amplified in a receiver that appear at the UE antenna connector. 

Note should requirement per specified per CC or all CC. 

Requirement that need to be specified for the single and dual CC for the following; 

1) CA_X    (Intra band  contiguous CA)
No changes due to CA are needed
2) CA_X-Y  (Inter band  non contiguous CA)
3) DLMA (Down link multiple antenna)
No changes due to CA are needed
4) ULMA (Up link multiple antenna)
No changes due to UL-MIMO are needed
5) CPE (Customer Premises equipment)
