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1 Introduction
The transmitter requirement for non-contiguous MSR was discussed in previous RAN4 meeting [1] [2]. In this contribution, text proposal on Transmitter spurious emissions for TR 37.802 was provided. In addition, no changes are foreseen in 37.104.
2 Proposal
It is proposed that the attached Text Proposal is approved for non-continuous MSR TR 37.802 [3].

6.6.1
Transmitter spurious emissions

The spurious emissions in the present subclause apply from 9 kHz to 12.75 GHz, excluding the frequency range from 10 MHz below the lowest frequency of the downlink operating band up to 10 MHz above the highest frequency of the downlink operating band. This requirement shall be applied to BS configured for either contiguous or non-contiguous spectrum operation. No changes for BS due to supporting non-contiguous spectrum operation are needed.
