TSG GERAN WG1 would appreciate a confirmation from TSG RAN WG4 that the agreement reported in the TSG GERAN WID is the same made by TSG RAN WG4 as well.
TSG GERAN WG1 is looking forward to continuing information exchange related to BC2 with TSG RAN WG4.
