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1. Overall Description:

RAN5 has discussed the band edge power relaxation for the Relative power tolerance test. This is defined in the  TS 36.101 Subclause 6.3.5.2 Table 6.3.5.2.1-1 Note 2 as follows:

For extreme conditions an additional ± 2.0 dB relaxation is allowed

Note 2:
For operating bands under Note 2 in Table 6.2.2-1, the relative power tolerance is relaxed by reducing the lower limit by 1.5 dB if the transmission bandwidth of either the reference or target sub-frames is confined within FUL_low  and FUL_low + 4 MHz or FUL_high – 4 MHz and FUL_high. 

Note 3:
For PUSCH to PUSCH transitions with the allocated resource blocks fixed in frequency and no transmission gaps other than those generated by downlink subframes, DwPTS fields or Guard Periods for TDD: for a power step ΔP ≤ 1 dB, the relative power tolerance for transmission is ±1.0 dB.


Since the requirement of this test handles the difference between two absolute power levels (reference and target subframe), it is not clear how the relaxation applies to the relative power tolerance. RAN5 has not a clear understanding of this note related to this test case and assumes it was simply reused from the other power tests handling only one absolute power level. Due to this uncertainty RAN5 has not considered the relaxation in the test requirement.
2. Actions:

RAN5 kindly asks RAN4 to consider the above concern and provide more clarification about it. A more detailed revision of Note 2 in Table 6.3.5.2.1-1 of TS 36.101, would be also a very good base for defining the test requirement for the Relative power tolerance test in RAN5.
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
