Overall Description:

At RAN5#49, the RF group reviewed the necessity, or otherwise, of testing the RRM features across all bands in an E-UTRA related device supporting two or more bands. 2 CRs to TS 36.521-3 were agreed in [1] & [2], the relevant changes are shown below:
3A.3.3
UE with Multiband Capability

The Radio Resource Management performance of a UE in sections 4 – 8 is considered to be independent from all bands. Therefore, the required performance in the respective test cases can be verified in one of the bands supported by the UE, with the exception of inter-band testing requirements in clause 3A.1. The test cases in section 9 are considered to be band dependant and are therefore applicable in all of the supported bands in the UE.

And under clause 3A.1 (General) it states:
Inter frequency and inter-RAT test cases are performed without frequency overlapping between cells required in the test. For bands with bandwidth not accommodating all the cells required in the test without frequency overlapping, inter band testing shall be done according subclause 3A.3.4.
Where clause 3A.3.4 lists a recommended set of band combinations for inter frequency and inter-RAT testing.

Recommendations
To summarize, the RAN5 recommendation on testing RRM test cases in multiband capable UEs in different LTE bands is as follows:
For multi-band LTE UEs 

· The RRM test cases in sections 4 – 8 need only to be run once in one of the bands supported by the UE.
· The RRM test cases in section 9 should be run on all of the bands supported by the UE.

· For a UE that supports bands with bandwidths not accommodating all the cells required in the inter-frequency and inter-RAT test cases without frequency overlapping, the expectation is that the relevant combination for one of the bands in clause 3A.3.4 is tested.

· It is not RAN5’s intention to mandate which band(s) should be tested.
