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1 Introduction 
In relation to the specifications for multi-standard radio Base Station RF requirements for non-contiguous spectrum deployments Some considerations on MSR Non-Contiguous RF requirements were discussed in RAN4 meeting #57[1..5 ] , specifically on the receiver In this contribution, we give some more background to the test cases in GERAN and discussions on TX unwanted emissions and ACLR requirements.
2 Discussion
Bearing in mind the work already undertaken to complete the generic Contiguous MSR it is generally assumed that  core specification are not to be changed but not formally agreed or recorded. For specific receiver parameters such as blocking and receiver Intermodulation performance should be met with all downlink RAT’s simultaneously operated within the declared band of operation. Parameters such as receiver ACS which may have dependency on gap widths may need further consideration on how performance can be verified. 
3 Conclusions
Summarizing the above discussion into three proposals-
Proposals 1
Ensure that the NC work can be contained within the existing contiguous MSR core specifications and that no further changes are required wherever possible. 
Proposals 2 
For the performance requirements ensure that receiver tests and limits specifically for blocking and Intermodulation can be satisfied with all RAT’s simultaneously operated in the MSR within the band of operation, and to consider if ACS should be included in the parameter suite. 
Proposals 3 

For the verification of performance parameters, the test time should minimised 
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
