Introduction
The CTIA – The Wireless Association™ ERP Working Group has finalized its OTA Test Plan v3.1 as of Jan 11, 2011. The CTIA ERP Working Group will soon be able to apply additional resources to MIMO OTA test method development, with a MIMO OTA Test Plan as the work output.

Discussion

The CTIA ERP Working Group has completed their OTA Test Plan v3.1. This is a major milestone in that it introduces a hand phantom to UE OTA head phantom testing. It also defines an OTA measurement methodology for aGPS capable devices as well as notebook computers with embedded cellular transceivers. An enhanced measurement uncertainty calculation is also incorporated. 
With these work items completed in CTIA, the ERP Working Group will soon be able to apply additional resources on the topic of MIMO OTA test method development. The exact date of the commencement of this effort is not yet certain, but is likely to take place at the CTIA F2F in Orlando, FL (USA) on March 22, 2011. 
CTIA recognizes that considerable technical expertise  is present within 3GPP, especially RAN4 and RAN5 in the field of LTE, MIMO, and OTA standards development. To ensure a common world-wide MIMO OTA test method, the CTIA ERP Working Group hereby invites RAN4 and RAN5 members to support this effort. CTIA working groups are open to any CTIA member company. Additionally, CTIA has a guest attendance policy that allows non-CTIA-member companies to participate at the invitation of a CTIA member. Thus, there are no CTIA-driven impairments to participation in the ERP working group and its sub-groups. 
The output of the CTIA ERP working group will be a comprehensive MIMO OTA test plan which provides sufficient information for test labs to construct a compliant test system. This document will also provide sufficient information for authorization of MIMO OTA test labs. The target time frame for completion of this comprehensive test plan is in the 18 month range, pending sufficient participation. The test plan would be the equivalent of the output of the RAN4 and RAN5 work items.
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
