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1. Overall Description:

RAN4 would like to thank RAN5 for their liaison statement in R5-106849 regarding the Iot modelling in frequency-selective interference CQI tests. 
The interference modelling assumptions used in the RAN4 simulation campaign targeting for the minimum requirements for CQI reporting under frequency selective interference conditions (section 9.3.3 of 36.101) are summarized in the following:
· The amplitude of the interference samples is normally (Gaussian) distributed.
· The interference samples are derived assuming uncorrelated random processes at the two receive antenna ports.
· The received power spectral density of the interfering signal (average power obtained within the RE and normalized to the subcarrier spacing) as measured at the UE antenna connector is scaled according to the Table 9.3.3.1.1-1 of 36.101.
RAN4 advises RAN5 to adopt the above details in the conformance test specifications as to comply with the assumptions used in RAN4 simulations.
