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1. Introduction

RAN WG4 would like to thank RAN WG2 for the LS in R2-106944, which asks RAN4 “if extending the number of cells reported for SON (report strongest cells for SON) requires any changes to the UE performance requirements specified in RAN4.”

RAN4 would like to inform RAN2 that the current specification requires the UEs to report “only the strongest cell when requested by the network for the purpose of SON” [1]. Thus, the extension of the number of cells reported for SON would require the change to the UE performance requirements specified in RAN4. 
RAN4 realizes that it would be beneficial for the UE to report all identified, strongest cells for SON. However, supporting the feature might not be practical for Rel-8/9 UEs because of the impact on the UE’s implementation. RAN4 would suggest the feature be considered in Rel-10 or later releases.

2. Actions: 

· RAN4 kindly requests RAN2 to take into account the above information when discussing whether to extend the maximum number of cells to be reported by UE for SON.
