1 Introduction

In RAN4#AH5, the way forward for the CA BS conformance testing was approved [1]. [2]~[5] suggest make a modification to the manufacture declarations for CA in 36.141.In this contribution, we provide our opinions to the modification.

2 Discussion
[1] has made a way forward for CA testing.
Manufacturer declaration

Proposal 4: Modifications to manufacturer’s declarations in 36.141 and 37.141 are FFS. 
The main differences between single-carrier, multi-carriers, and carrier aggregation are the rate output power and carrier configuration. The manufacture’s declarations should provide the capability of the product which is used for the testing configuration.
[2]suggests adding a new subclause in 36.141. It has a similar structure as subclause 4.7.2 in TS 37.141. Considered many special parameters for CA will be introduced to the 36.141, it’s better to add a new subclause for CA than make a modification in subclause 4.6 in 36.141.
For the larger aggregated channel bandwidth, such as 40 MHz ~100MHz, the number of carriers with nominal channel spacing will be different from that with minimal channel spacing. The rated total output power will increase with number of carrier growth. So we suggest simultaneously supporting the total number of supported carriers and the rated total output power. In the meantime, we suggest supporting the maximum supported power difference between carriers. It’s very useful for the performance requirement testing.
Propose 1. Simultaneously supporting the total number of supported carriers and the rated total output power.

Propose 2. Adding the maximum supported power difference between carriers to the Manufacturer’s declarations for CA.

We propose that the following contents will be added to the new subclause.
●
The supported operating bands. 

●
The frequency range within the above frequency band(s) supported by the BS.
●
The maximum RF bandwidth supported by the BS within an operating band.

●
The rated total output power as a sum over all carriers.

●
Maximum supported power difference between carriers.

●
Total number of supported carriers.

3 Conclusion
In this contribution, we discuss the Manufacturer's declaration for CA and propose the following contents will be added to the new subclause in 36.141.

Propose 1. Simultaneously supporting the total number of supported carriers and the rated total output power.
Propose 2. Adding the maximum supported power difference between carriers to the Manufacturer’s declarations for CA.
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
