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1. Overall Description:

RAN WG4 would like to thank RAN WG1 for the LS in R1-110540 to inform RAN WG4 about the possible combinations of uplink channels and signals which could be transmitted on different component carriers (CCs) by a UE configured to transmit SRS in carrier aggregation
RAN WG1 agreed that the following would not be supported by Release 10 UEs:
· Simultaneous transmission by a UE of PUSCH and SRS in the same SC-FDMA symbol on the same or different CCs 

· Simultaneous transmission by a UE of PUCCH and SRS in the same SC-FDMA symbol on the same or different CCs

· Simultaneous transmission by a UE of more than one SRS in the same SC-FDMA symbol on the same CC

Note that SRS configured on multiple antenna ports is considered here as a single SRS transmission.

RAN4 will take the above decisions into account in the development of any performance requirements for carrier aggregation.

In the same LS, R1-110540, RAN4 is requested to consider whether support of simultaneous transmission by a UE of more than one SRS on different CCs (including configuration of SRS on multiple antenna ports) would be feasible in Release 10 from a RAN4 perspective. 
   Pertaining to this matter RAN4 would like to provide the following feedback to RAN1; transmitting SRS as described above will not be more difficult than any other non-contiguous transmission within a CC or across two CCs from a UE unwanted emissions standpoint. From a RAN4 perspective, it is thus feasible if existing release-9 procedures and SRS are used per carrier also in release 10.
