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1 Introduction
The receiver spurious emissions requirement for non-contiguous MSR was discussed in previous RAN4 meeting [1]. In this contribution, text proposal on receiver spurious emissions for TR 37.802 was provided.
2 Proposal
It is proposed that the attached Text Proposal is approved for non-continuous MSR TR 37.802 [2].

Receiver spurious emissions


The limits specified for MSR receiver spurious emissions are based on the spurious emission requirements for "Receivers and idle/standby transmitters" defined in [14]. This requirement is kept unchanged for BS supporting non-contiguous spectrum operation.
The spurious domain is at least 10 MHz away from the downlink RF bandwidth edges also for non-contiguous spectrum operation, which means that the same excluded frequency range from FBW RF,DL,low -10 MHz to FBW RF,,DLhigh + 10 MHz will apply as for contiguous spectrum operation. This is aligned with the requirement for transmitter spurious emissions and is further discussed in subclause 6.6.5.
