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1 Introduction
The definition of Pcmax and the inclusion of P-MPR in this defintion were further discussed during RAN4 #58 and the details on how P-MPR will be introduced in the Pcmax equation were agreed [1]. 
2 Discussion
During the discussion on P-MPR some companies expressed concerns that the UE might use the P-MPR to unconditionally lower its maximum transmit power. To address this issue, RAN5 will be informed by RAN4 that the P-MPR in conformance can be assumed to be 0.
Proposed way forward: RAN4 will send an LS to RAN5 to inform RAN5 that P-MPR is assumed to be 0 in the conformance tests.
