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1. Introduction
In the previous Taipei meeting, the necessity of setting requirements for PDCCH/PCFICH transmission has been discussed [1]. In this contribution, we present our thinking on this issue.
2. Discussion
Although R-PDCCH has been defined for relay transmission on the backhaul link, in the initial access stage, a relay still behaves like a UE and therefore uses PDCCH and PCFICH for initial access purpose. 

In [1], it was proposed to reuse the existing requirements in 36.101 for PDCCH/PCFICH. From the testing perspective, however, it was rather difficult to make test cases for these requirements. This is because a relay only behaves like a UE for a short period of time (it will then switch to R-PDCCH), and this time period for a relay in the initial access stage is too short to test these requirements. Furthermore, even for UE in the cell search stage, there is no mandatory requirement for PDCCH/PCFICH. Hence we propose not to set any mandatory requirements for PDCCH/PCFICH for relay initial access.
Summary
In this contribution, we have further discussed PDCCH/PCFICH requirements for relay. We propose not to set any mandatory requirements for PDCCH/PCFICH for relay in the initial access stage.
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
