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1 Overall Description:
RAN4 would like to thank RAN2 for their LS in R2-106944 entitled “LS on Report Strongest Cells for SON”. 
From UE implementation perspective, reporting weaker cells means that UE needs longer time for determining more scrambling codes and decoding more system information, which results in the high battery consumption and high complexity.  
RAN4 would like to provide the following answer to the question raised by RAN2 in their LS:
[RAN2 Question]: RAN2 kindly asks RAN4 if extending the number of cells reported for SON (report strongest cells for SON) requires any changes to the UE performance requirements specified in RAN4.
[RAN4 Response]: From RAN4 perspective, extending the maximum number of cells to be reported by UE for SON (report strongest cells for SON) will require changes to UE performance requirements for both UTRA FDD and UTRA TDD. Presently there are no UE performance requirements for SON for CDMA2000 or HRPD.
