Reference Signal Time Difference (RSTD) Measurement Accuracy Requirements for Carrier Aggregation
This section contains RSTD requirements on UE operating in E-UTRA inter-band or intra-band carrier aggregation mode. Requirements in this section are applicable to all carrier aggregation capable UEs which have been configured with a downlink Scell. The downlink Scell may be in one of the following states: configured and activated, configured and non-activated, and non-configured.

RSTD Measurement Accuracy Requirement for Intra-Band CA
When a UE operates in intra-band CA mode, the RSTD measurements obtained with both the reference cell and neighbouring cells are in the primary serving carrier shall meet the intra-frequency accuracy requirements defined in section 9.1.10.1. 

When a UE operates in intra-band CA mode, the RSTD measurements obtained with both the reference cell and neighbouring cells are in the secondary serving carrier shall meet the inter-frequency accuracy requirements defined in section 9.1.10.2.

When a UE operates in intra-band CA mode, the RSTD measurements obtained with the reference cell and neighbouring cells being not in the same carrier shall meet the inter-frequency accuracy requirements defined in section 9.1.10.2.

RSTD Measurement Accuracy Requirement for Inter-Band CA
When a UE operates in inter-band CA mode, the RSTD measurements, which are obtained with both the reference cell and neighbouring cells are in the primary serving carrier, shall meet the intra-frequency accuracy requirements defined in section 9.1.10.1. 

When a UE operates in inter-band CA mode, the RSTD measurements, which are obtained with both the reference cell and neighbouring cells are in the secondary serving carrier and SCell is in either active or deactive state, shall meet the intra-frequency accuracy requirements defined in section 9.1.10.1. 

When a UE operates in inter-band CA mode, the RSTD measurements, which are obtained with both the reference cell and neighbouring cells are in the secondary serving carrier and SCell is in non-configured state, shall meet the inter-frequency accuracy requirements defined in section 9.1.10.2. 

When a UE operates in inter-band CA mode, the RSTD measurements obtained with the reference cell and neighbouring cells being not in the same carrier shall meet the inter-frequency accuracy requirements defined in section 9.1.10.2.
