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1. Introduction
New test cases for the verification of the UE’s demodulation performance at a low SNR level were agreed in [1]. Moreover, interested companies were encouraged to present simulation results based on the agreed parameters in RAN4 #59 [2].
In the present contribution we provide simulation results for the agreed test cases with and without implementation margin. 
2. Simulation results
The simulations are carried out according to the setup provided in [1]. No UE side imperfections are added in the simulations. The numeric results can be found in the accompanying spreadsheet.
