3GPP TSG RAN would like to thank ITU-R WP5D for the LS on “STATUS UPDATE ON REVISION OF RECOMMENDATION ITU-R M.1580-3 AND M.1581-3 (WORKING DOCUMENT TOWARDS M.1580-4 AND M.1581-4)”.
3GPP TSG RAN confirms that the provided input toward Rec. ITU-R M.1580 and M.1581 may contain material related to the technology applications in bands not identified for IMT. This is due to the fact that the input provided to ITU-R is based on the ongoing work in 3GPP, in line with the well-established co-operation between ITU-R and the External Organizations. 3GPP would like to highlight that this is an evidence of the wide applicability of IMT technologies and, furthermore, this ensure consistency with the technical specifications being developed by 3GPP and incorporated in Rec. ITU-R M.1457.
3GPP TSG RAN further note that the issue of the information provided for bands not identified for the terrestrial component of IMT was already addressed by ITU-R WP5D (see RP-100704 “Liaison statement to External Organisations on the Revision of Recs. ITU-R M.1580-3 and M-1581-3”) and 3GPP agreed (in RP-100997 / doc 5D/856) with the handling of those bands as proposed by ITU-R WP5D (i.e., by means of suitable annotations in Rec. ITU-R M.1580 and M.1581). Therefore, 3GPP would like to encourage ITU-R WP5D to further develop the text/annotation in order to properly address the views of all ITU-R members, without requiring any editing of the material incorporated in the Annexes of Rec. ITU-R M.1580 and M.1581 that would result in substantial overhead for the External Organizations.

3GPP TSG RAN is looking forward to continuing fruitful cooperation with ITU-R WP5D in the future.
