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Introduction
New Work Item (RP-110862) was created in RAN #52 in order to define intra-band contiguous carrier aggregation feature for Band 38. The WI justification and objectives are quoted below: 
Justifications: 
Band 38 is a major global TDD band which had been allocated for TDD in European countries, China and other countries. Operators have big interest to support carrier aggregation in this band. 

· China had allotted 50MHz spectrum from 2570-2620MHz for TDD with guard band in 2010. The frequency arrangement of other parts of 2.6GHz is yet to be decided. The maximum bandwidth operators can utilize depends on co-existence requirements in the future. 

· In Europe, operator can not use the whole 50MHz spectrum according to the regulation rules. 40MHz carrier aggregation would be a good choice. 

The study should follow the final emissions requirements for Band 38 defined in TS36.101. The generic work done for intra-band CA for Band 40 can be largely leverage for Band 38.
Feature Objectives: 
This is a parent WI to specify the band specific core and performance requirements for contiguous carrier aggregation in band 38:

a. Core requirements in RAN4 specifications and signalling support in RAN2 specifications.

b. Performance requirements in RAN4 specifications 
c. Conformance testing in RAN5 specifications (to be captured by a separate work item at a later stage). 

The detailed core and performance related objectives are detailed in the respective WID sheets.
The WI closure is targeted at RAN#56 in June 2012 when all the CRs shall be approved for both core part and performance part. There will be seven RAN4 meetings scheduled till RAN #56. 
The paper proposes the work plan breakdown for this new WI.
Work Plan intra-band contiguous CA for Band 38
The feature implementation of intra-band carrier aggregation in Band 38 has dependence on the resolution of coexistence between Band 7 and Band 38. The final solution for Band 38 and Band 7 coexistence shall consider the support of intra-band carrier aggregation feature because one of the major WI proponents depend heavily on the Band 38 spectrum to provide competitive new services in their next generation cellular wireless network. 
The work plan is arranged with the above mentioned coexistence issue between Band 7 and Band 38 taking into account:
Work Plan:

1. By end of RAN4 # 60 in Athens (Aug 2011): to reach agreement on the coexistence requirements for Band 7 and Band 38.
· Identify and agree on the application scenarios for Band 38 with considerations of existing and future spectrum allocation scheme as well as the regulatory status for Band 7 and Band 38.
· Agree on the coexistence requirements in RAN4 specifications, particularly, the BEM (Block Edge Mask) for coexistence, whether to use A-MPR, and whether to use network signaling.
2. By end of RAN4 #61 in San Francisco (Nov 2011): to reach agreement on the requirements of A-MPR or restrictions on transmission bandwidth.
3. By end of RAN4 #62 in Dresdon (Feb 2012): to clean up the rests of the Tx and Rx requirements.
· All the requirements are captured in Technical Report.

· Technical report presented to RAN plenary #55 for information.
4. By end of RAN4 #64 (May 2012): to have all the CRs agreed.
· CRs to be presented in RAN #56 for final approval.
· Technical reports presented to RAN#56 for approval.
Summary
It’s proposed to agree on the work plan.
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
