Way Forward
2.1
Release 10 (onwards)
· Ericsson, NTT DOCOMO and Vodafone preferred to specify the TX shall be ON for all receiver tests, but agreed to consider increase in complexity and time for test till next meeting.
· Alcatel-Lucent, Huawei and Nokia Siemens Networks preferred to specify the TX shall be ON for representative receiver test(s).
· If it is agreed to specify the TX shall be ON for representative receiver test(s):
· Reference sensitivity level shall be tested with TX ON.
· Other receiver tests (including demodulation tests) will be further discussed till next meeting.

· BS Tx signal in the tests with TX ON shall be the same as Receiver Spurious Emission test (TM1, E-TM1.1).

· Clarify in 25.104, 36.104 and 37.104 that the receiver requirements in the core requirements apply with the transmitter on for FDD.
