Introduction

For the Multi-Standard Radio BS conformance testing in TS 37.141, a number of test cases are outlined for BC2 transmitter operation. However, the case where only one GSM carrier is operated together with one carrier UTRA or E-UTRA is not addressed yet in the MSR standard. Thus, it is not clear yet how to test this scenario.  
2.
Discussion
There are a number of possible options where this clarification can be explicitly added: 
· Introductory paragraph: it is then applicable for every test case.
· Introduce a new test case: Since there are already five test cases defined, the new test case could either be inserted at the beginning or at the end of the other test cases. However, inserting at the beginning would have the disadvantage that the numbering of the already existing test cases would be shifted and may thus lead to confusion in test procedures already implemented at the manufacturers. Insertion at the end would lead to confusion because the case with less carriers would be covered just after the cases with more carriers.
· Repeat in every test case: this would mean a higher amount of repetition. 

The introductory paragraph option has many advantages as it ensures the applicability to every test case and has a minimal impact on any existing factory, conformance verification and validation tests. 
3. Conclusions
In this discussion paper, a proposal is given to address cases where only one GSM carrier is operated together with one carrier UTRA or E-UTRA in the MSR tests.

MSR test configurations

The test configurations shall be constructed using the methods defined below subject to the parameters declared by the manufacturer as listed in subclause 4.7.

For test configurations used in receiver tests only the outermost carriers need to be generated by the test equipment. 

The applicable test models for generation of the carrier transmit test signal are defined in subclause 4.9.2.

For the transmitter tests, in the case of BS supporting only one carrier of GSM and one carrier of either UTRA or EUTRA, these shall be placed at the high end and low end of the RF bandwidth. The specified FOffset-RAT shall apply.
