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Introduction
Band 7 is a major global FDD band which has been used in European countries. Several operators including Telenor, Sonera and Elisa have been granted with more than 20MHz bandwidth. China Unicom and China Telecom also have great interest to deploy FDD system on Band 7 and support carrier aggregation in this band. 
Building on the generic intra-band carrier aggregation work based on Band 1, this work item proposes to start the RAN4 work on intra-band carrier aggregation for Band 7 to support deployment of LTE-advanced.

According to the current band auction result in Europe and possible future deployment, the objective of core RF requirements is proposed to be as follows:

· 40MHz CA: 20+20MHz CA

· 30MHz CA: 20+10MHz CA

· 25MHz CA: 20+5MHz CA

· 35MHz CA: 20+15MHz CA

Moreover, future new auctions or mergers or regional spectrum allocations in Band 7 can possibly lead to non-contiguous spectrum for operators. To define generic framework for UE and BS core requirements for non-contiguous intra-band carrier aggregation is one objective of REL-11 LTE_CA_enh WI. Thus, we also propose to consider the support of non-contiguous intra-band CA in band 7 at a later stage after the generic framework is completed. 
Summary

This contribution provides a work item proposal on LTE-Advanced carrier aggregation in Band 7 for RAN4. The justifications and objectives as well as the affected specifications are provided in the attached WID sheets.
