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1. Introduction

In [1, 2], we show that use of UMTS Band VIII UE and BS for the Japanese 900 MHz band is feasible. [3] shows that Japanese operators reached consensus to except new UMTS frequency bands for the Work Item of 900 MHz band for Japan. This document proposes text proposals for definition of a UMTS frequency band for Japan in the 900 MHz band SI TR.
