Receiver characteristics

7.1
General

The requirements in clause 7 are expressed for a single receiver antenna connector. For receivers with antenna diversity, the requirements apply for each receiver antenna connector.

Unless otherwise stated, the receiver characteristics are specified at the BS antenna connector (test port A) with a full complement of transceivers for the configuration in normal operating conditions. For a FDD BS the requirements in clause 7 apply with the transmitter on. If any external apparatus such as a RX amplifier, a filter or the combination of such devices is used, requirements apply at the far end antenna connector (port B). 

Unless otherwise stated the requirements in clause 7 apply during the base station receive period.
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Figure 7.1: Receiver test ports

The throughput requirements defined for the receiver characteristics in this clause do not assume HARQ retransmissions. 

When the BS is configured to receive multiple carriers, all the throughput requirements are applicable for each received carrier. For ACS, blocking and intermodulation characteristics, the negative offsets of the interfering signal apply relative to the lower edge and positive offsets of the interfering signal apply relative to the higher edge.

Performance requirement

8.1
General

Performance requirements for the BS are specified for the fixed reference channels defined in Annex A and the propagation conditions in Annex B. The requirements only apply to those FRCs that are supported by the base station. 

Unless stated otherwise, performance requirements apply for a single carrier only. Performance requirements for a BS supporting carrier aggregation are defined in terms of single carrier requirements. For a FDD BS the requirements in clause 8 apply with the transmitter on.
The SNR used in this clause is specified based on a single carrier and defined as:

SNR = S / N

Where:

S 
is the total signal energy in the subframe on a single antenna port.

N
is the noise energy in a bandwidth corresponding to the transmission bandwidth over the duration of a subframe.
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
