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1. Overall Description

RAN4 would like to thank RAN5 for their LS on “RSTD measurement accuracy requirements and test cases” in R5-114027, where RAN4 is asked to clarify the purpose of the two test conditions related to Item 1 and Item 2, respectively, described in the LS.
In response to the questions raised in the LS related to Rel-9 and later, RAN4 would like to clarify the following.
For example, for intra-frequency RSTD requirements in FDD, the RSTD accuracy requirements (TS 36.133, Section 9.1.10.1) and RSTD measurement requirements (TS 36.133, Section 8.1.2.5.1) are related to each other. This means the RSTD measurement accuracy shall be met over the time 
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. The following is stated in Section 8.1.2.5.1:
When the physical layer cell identities of neighbour cells together with the OTDOA assistance data are provided, the UE shall be able to detect and measure intra-frequency RSTD, specified in 3GPP TS 36.214 [4], for at least n=16 cells, including the reference cell, on the same carrier frequency f1 as that of the reference cell within 
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 ms as given below (see also Figure 8.1.2.5.1-1):

The RSTD measurement accuracy for all measured neighbor cells i shall be fulfilled according to the accuracy as specified in the sub-clause 9.1.10.1.
A similar relation exists for intra-frequency TDD, inter-frequency FDD-FDD and inter-frequency TDD-TDD RSTD requirements. 

When discussing the test scenarios for RSTD testing, RAN4 agreed to test separately the accuracy and the measurement requirements. However, it has been a common understanding that when testing the RSTD measurement requirements, the measurements shall be present in the report and the reported values shall be within the RSTD reporting range specified in Section 9.1.10.3. 
Similarly, when testing the RSTD accuracy requirements, the reports are expected to be collected within the corresponding time interval.
• On Item 1:
Due to the reasoning explained above, the test condition, namely the time condition related to providing the OTDOA assistance data, is a necessary condition in the RSTD accuracy tests specified in TS 36.133, Sections A.9.8.1 and A.9.8.2.
• On Item 2:
In the RSTD accuracy tests specified in TS 36.133, Sections A.9.8.1 and A.9.8.2, the RSTD accuracy is verified over a measurement period (e.g., 
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) in accordance with the RSTD core requirements (as explained above for Section 8.1.2.5.1). Thus the RSTD measurement time period is a necessary condition in the RSTD accuracy tests.
2. Actions
To TSG RAN WG5: RAN WG4 would like to kindly ask RAN WG5 to take into account the RAN4 feedback in their on-going and future work on RSTD test cases.
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
